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When drinking water, think about its source

| got to know from the news report on 13" May that the central part of Taiwan is suffering from
serious drought and the 2-day suspension of water supply within a week has been carried out for more
than a month. Nonetheless, the seriousness of the shortage of water supply is not expected to be
alleviated in the near future. The biggest reservoir in the central part -- the Techi Dam, has only 2.77% of
water storage left, which can barely supply water for 20 days at most. This reminded me of the serious
water shortage incident that broke out in Hong Kong in 1963. At that time, limited water supply policy
was launched as well. Consequently, the livelihood of the general public was adversely affected. In order
to solve the above problem and cater for long-term development, our mother country deployed a
million workers, working around the clock on this tremendous project. Within a year, water from the
Dong River was provided to Hong Kong, putting an end to the shortage of water supply in Hong Kong.
Whenever the elderly talk about this history, the memory is still fresh. However, with the passage of
time, this history is gradually forgotten by the younger generation.

Up to 2021, this is the 56 year purchasing water from the Dong River in Hong Kong. For half a
century, with the expanding population and economic development, the local water consumption
exceeds 1 billion cubic meters. For the past 30 years, in the absence of boosting the water supply
facilities, over 70% of the water supply in Hong Kong relies on the Dong River. We are not lacking water
for the time being, but we must not waste it. What’s more, we have to save our precious resources
because the southern part of China is experiencing drought continuously. There are 990,000 peasants
suffering from temporary shortage of drinking water. Chaoshan in China is now implementing the 3-day
water suspension policy each week. Heyuan, the one responsible for supplying water to Hong Kong, the

Fengshuba Dam there has nearly dried up.

Drinking water is the most common thing we do every day. Nevertheless, if we look back in the
history, we can see that fortune and luck are not always with us. If students understand the meaning
behind the old saying, “When drinking water, think about its source,” it will be more commendable since

it shows that they are grateful.

This old saying actually means we should be grateful to those who have helped us. This classic
allusion came from a renowned litterateur called Yu Xin from the Northern and Southern Dynasties.
Emperor Yuan of Liang sent Yu Xin to be the ambassador to Western Wei. Unluckily, after a while, Liang
Dynasty was defeated by Western Wei. The king of Western Wei appreciated Yu Xin very much and
wanted to ask Yu Xin to work for him there. Yu Xin was not willing to do so, but he could not escape
either. As a result, he had no choice but to stay in Chang’an for nearly 30 years. He was longing for
returning to his mother country and he wrote “zhéng diao qu” to express his yearning for his home
town. The old saying, “When drinking water, think about its source,” actually came from one of his
works.

By doing so, you can thoroughly open out the essence of the fact that we think about
its source when drinking water, which is one of the virtues in the Chinese culture.

It was also said that fruits were
hung all over the trees so that they could express their gratitude to the arrival of autumn and
snowflakes made the land silvery white in order that they could thank the setting in of winter.
